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The James Madison Legacy Project offers intensive professional development focused on the We the People: The Citizen and the Constitution materials, which integrate U.S. history, government and law. The program emphasizes the political philosophy that underlies the U.S. Constitution and Bill of Rights and their application over the course of U.S. history and today. We the People: The Citizen and the Constitution is one of the few programs that has been repeatedly evaluated and shown to be effective in terms of student gains in knowledge, civic skills and positive civic dispositions. 

A five-day We the People: The Citizen and the Constitution Summer Institute for 25 middle and high school U.S. history, government or law teachers from Pennsylvania, New Jersey and Delaware will be held at Rutgers University in New Brunswick, New Jersey, July 15-20, 2018.
The program will include:

· lectures and discussions with historical and Constitutional scholars
· lesson demonstrations and discussions with experienced classroom teacher-mentors
· visits to historic sites
· overview of the We the People: the Citizen and the Constitution printed and online materials, including videos for the classroom
· preparation for and participation in a simulated legislative hearing

Benefits:

· Room and board for the full five-day program are covered. 

· Travel costs will be reimbursed.

· Participating teachers will receive a certificate for 40 hours of professional development and a free set of classroom materials.

· After the participants teach their U.S. history or government class enhanced by the We the People professional development, including doing a simulated legislative hearing, during the 2018-19 academic year, they will receive a $200 stipend. 

Requirements:

· Teachers must use the materials during the 2018-2019 school year.
· Priority will be given to teachers from high needs school districts.
